PLAINER WORDS … HERE IS MY SERVANT

Here, in Matthew 12, the Lord Jesus Christ quoted Isaiah 42:1-4. This passage suffers from tremendous inattention at the hands of Bible students and teachers. This neglect is most notable in the writings of Dispensationalists. The passage speaks volumes to those who “rightly divide.” However, many of them, evidently, don’t “have ears to hear.”

Matthew 12:18-21

18 “Here is my servant whom I have chosen,

the one I love, in whom I delight;

I will put my Spirit on him,

and he will proclaim justice to the nations.

19 He will not quarrel or cry out;

no one will hear his voice in the streets.

20 A bruised reed he will not break,

and a smoldering wick he will not snuff out,

till he leads justice to victory.

21 In his name the nations will put their hope.”
